ARC Meeting – Minutes

February 2, 2008

Attending: Will, Vibha, Csilla, Kevin, Parvathy, Brandt, Ryan, Noah

1. Pass/No Record donut survey (Caleb): 

a. Donut has not been working so Caleb e-mailed DevTeam for troubleshooting help. 

2. Core Curriculum Re-evaluation Committee (Caleb)

a. Encourage people to sign up (on Olive Walk, to be put up by Caleb): 

i. Caleb is going to put them up tonight (or at least soon) and will send out the e-mail tonight and then give people a week to sign up.

ii. The timing will depend on when the Donut survey can go up. 

b. Interviews (to be scheduled by Csilla)

i. The interviews will probably be held some late evening.

3. Student Experience Mini-Conference (Caleb and Csilla)

a. Distribution of the Hunt Report, two copies per House: 

i. Everyone should make sure that their houses have two copies of the report—they were all distributed at the meeting. If you took reports for another house, please let the house rep know where in the house you placed them. Every house rep must make sure that their house members are e-mailed about the location of these reports (either send out the e-mail yourself or make sure the house president/secretary send it out).

b. A/V and other setup (Ryan): 

i. Ryan will contact people in Public Events to confirm that we can have A/V equipment.

c. Publicity

i. Provost (Brandt): 

1. Brandt and Caleb are working on the draft and will finish it soon so that all faculty can receive the message.

ii. Creative (Parvathy): 

1. Parvathy will be designing t-shirts, maybe with Will’s help, with one per house or just one design for all the houses. Parvathy will ask the Crippling Depression artists for permission to use their comics and then will talk to house presidents about getting them or someone in their house to wear the shirt. Parvathy has two undergrads in Fleming who can help her:  the newly elected Fleming rep and Fei. 

iii. Chair of the Faculty (Caleb): 

1. Caleb will make sure that Judy sends out an e-mail to her committee chairs, as she already promised.

iv. ASCIT: IHC (Caleb) and Tech (Vibha): 

1. There will be a newsbrief in Monday’s Tech issue, and, closer to they event, they will have a discussion article.

d. Program and fliers (Vibha and Kevin), printing (Fedor): 

i. Caleb sent out an e-mail last night with details about the programs for Vibha and Kevin. The only place he knows that has the proper software for working on these is in SFL since those computers have Microsoft publisher. Vibha and Kevin will have the fliers and program draft complete by next meeting. They will have to leave some parts of the program blank but then we at least have an easy template for fleshing out the pieces at the end. 

ii. Everyone will have to print out fliers to post in their houses, but if anyone does not have color printing available, please let Caleb/Csilla/Vibha/Ryan know so that we can print them out through Avery. 

iii. We are going to have 350 – 450 programs, and when we are ready for printing, Csilla will give Fedor the account number.

e. Speakers (Csilla): 

i. Csilla and Caleb will check with Adrianne to see if she is available to speak at the conference. 

ii. Brandt will also be speaking since he has done a lot of background research for the conference. 

iii. Csilla/Caleb will ask Andrea if she is willing to speak during one of the sessions. 

iv. Csilla is meeting with Prof Fraser next week to talk about what part he would play in speaking for the conference. 
v. To get other people to talk in the other recommendations section, we can explain it means they can choose to focus on whatever recommendations they want,a s long as they are separate from the other three categories.

vi. Caleb will check to see if Anneila can speak. 

vii. Csilla will ask if Prof Stolper can open the conference. 

f. Food (Noah): 

i. Now that we know the date of the conference, Noah is going to meet in person with Hunt/Jurca/Mannion/Student Life Offices to see what food we can have. 

ii. Emphasize how much we are doing for publicity efforts.

iii. We could even make shirts for faculty.

iv. Also ask them for other ideas about funding such that if they cannot give us the food, maybe they know who else on campus to go to for the money.

v. Noah will update Caleb halfway through the week.

g. Prizes (Brandt): 

i. Brandt already e-mailed Hunt and Caltech wired asking how we could get cool prizes. At frosh camp there were even ipod giveaways. Other places to ask are the bookstore, Tim Chang, student affairs. 

ii. Caleb is going to ask Anneila when he asks her about whether she can speak at the conference, and will also ask her if she can get people from her department to attend the conference. 
h. Csilla will ask Cynthia about extending the reservation for the conference
4. Student Curriculum Advisory Meeting (Caleb)

a. The meeting will be on Valentine’s Day, and it has lower priority than our upcoming conference.

b. Keep your ears open for complaints, and check them against the TQFRs from previous years. 

c. Next week, we will assign courses to people.

d. Csilla will take minutes at the meeting.

e. Everyone, make sure to e-mail Beth about food preferences.

5. Student-Faculty Lunch Report (Parvathy, Will)

a. The one from this past week went well. Lots of people showed up. Faculty are glad they have another opportunity outside the lab to interact with students.
